Peacemaking Offering
October 6

Blessed are the peacemakers: for they
shall be called the children of God.
T Matthew 5:9, AKJV

October 6, 2013, World Communion Sunday, has been
designated as the day we will collect the Peacemaking
Offering. The Peacemaking Offering is one of four church
wide offerings authorized by the General Assembly to be
collected annually. The Peacemaking Offering seeks to
promote the Peace of Christ at home and around the world.
Individual congregations are encouraged to utilize 25% of the
money collected for this offering to sustain their local
peacemaking ministries. Thi s
funds will be announced during a Minute for Mission in
October. An additional 25% of the money collected will be
used by New Hope Preshytery to assist in their peacemaking
activities.

The 50% of the Peacemaking Offering that is not kept
locally is used for world peacemaking projects. Part of last
year's offering was used to bring awareness and help to the
plight of victims of human trafficking in the Philippines. This
year, Peacemaking efforts are underway in Syria.

The recent developments in the Middle East have the
people of Syria on our hearts and minds. More than two years
of conflict have resulted in over 100,000 deaths, 2 million
Syrians becoming refugees, and the internal displacement of as
many as 5 million Syrians. The use of chemical weapons on
August 21, 2013, resulted in the deaths of over 1,400 people,
including hundreds of childréna move prompting the United
States, along with other nations, to contemplate the use of
military force. The Peacemaking Program and Presbyterian
Disaster Assistance (PDA) are working collaboratively in
PDAGs ongoing humanitarian
